3 Description

When the detector detects motion, the alarm output will turn on for 2 seconds.

Supervision features

In the event of the voltage drop below 9 V (£ 5%) for more than 2 seconds or the motion
detection system failure, the detector will signal a trouble. The trouble is indicated by the
alarm output turning on and the LED lighting up red. Signaling will continue as long as the
trouble exists.
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LED

The red LED indicates:

e warm-up — flashing for about 30 seconds;

e alarm — ON for 2 seconds;

e trouble — ON for entire duration of the trouble.

You can enable / disable the alarm indication by using the LED pins (Fig. 1). Put a jumper
across the pins to enable the alarm indication.

4 Electronics board

Do not remove the electronics board from the enclosure to avoid damage to the
components on the board.
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@ terminals:

+12V - power input.
COM - common ground.
TMP - tamper output (NC).
NC - alarm output (NC relay).
@ pins to enable / disable the LED indicator.

@ potentiometer for adjustment of PIR sensor sensitivity.

The potentiometer has a limited lifetime. Do not turn it unless you have a justified
reason.

@ tamper switch activated by cover removal and removal from mounting surface.

The PIR sensor (dual element pyrosensor) and the LED are placed on the other side of the
electronics board.
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5 Selecting a mounting location

e Do not install the detector outdoors (A).
e Do not point the detector towards heat sources (B), air conditioners (C) or fans (D).

¢ Install the detector in a place where the expected direction of the intruder movement will
be across the coverage pattern (Fig. 2).
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6 Installation

A | Disconnect power before making any electrical connections.

The detector is designed for indoor installation. You will need the following tools to mount the
detector:

e blade screwdriver 1.8 mm,
e Phillips screwdriver,

e precision pliers,

e drill with a set of drill bits.
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. Remove the detector cover (Fig. 3). The enclosure opening tool, shown in the illustration,

is included in the detector delivery set.
Make a screw hole in the enclosure base.
Pass the cable through the prepared hole (Fig. 4).

Use wall plugs (anchors) and screws to mount the enclosure base to the surface (Fig. 4).
The wall plugs delivered with the device are intended for concrete, brick, etc. For other
types of surface (drywall, styrofoam), use the appropriately selected wall plugs.

Place the cable in the enclosure base as shown in Fig. 4.
Connect the wires to the appropriate terminals.
Replace the detector cover.

Start-up and walk test

| The LED indicator should be enabled during the walk test (Fig. 1).

1.

Power on the detector. The LED will flash for 30 seconds to indicate warm-up of the
detector.

When the LED stops flashing, check if moving within the detector coverage area will make
the LED light up. Fig. 5 shows the maximum coverage area of the detector.

If necessary, change the sensitivity (Fig. 1) and check again.
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
